Unfortunately, asbestos is a hazardous mate-
rial. As it ages and deteriorates, small distur-
bances can cause fibers to be
released into the air. In this
form, the fibers become a

i potential health risk. They
m,m’ﬁ'ﬁ;;“ can be so small that one can-

not see them with the naked

eye but they are readily inhaled. If they get
inside the lungs they can cause serious ill-
ness. The inhalation of the fibers has been
associated with:

* Asbestosis--a serious illness of the lungs. It
is incurable.

* Cancer of the lungs. Inhaling cigarette smoke
in combination with asbestos makes the risk
greater.

* Mesothelioma--a cancer of the interior walls
of the lung or of the abdomen. It is 100% fatal
but is very rare.
